Booking with a credit card

You must have pre-booked your child into the session online. Any child not pre-booked is not
covered by our insurance and will not be allowed into the session. There are a limited number of
spaces available for each session and these are allocated on a first come, first served basis.

Booking online

In the ‘Location’ box type in your school’s postcode and click “search”.

Select the session and day you would like to book.
Register your details or log in if you are a returning customer.

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Once you've completed your booking you will receive email confirmation.

We understand that plans change, often at
short notice, and we will try to be flexible to
accommodate most situations.

Bookings for all Premier Education services
must be made in advance of the session.

A session cannot be added online less than
two hours before the session starts.
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Premier Education understand that, at times,
parents/guardians may be delayed in
collecting their child, and we will always
ensure that we do our utmost to support our
families where possible.

When a child is collected late, it has a
subsequent impact on our staff members and
quite often the setting where our provision
takes place (e.g. a school). Therefore, Premier
Education reserves the right to charge a ‘Late
collection fee’.

If you are running behind schedule and your
p child will be collected late, please make our
head office aware so our team at the site can
‘ be notified in advance.

In the event of a child not being collected

on time, we will attempt to call the parents/
guardians and an emergency contact at least
three times. If we are still unable to make
contact, we will follow our Safeguarding policy
and uncollected child procedure.

We always strive to offer parents/guardians
the support needed; however, if late
collections become a recurring event, we
reserve the right to fully withdraw our service.

If you have added Flexi-Booking (charged
at 10% of the total booking value), you

may move a session to another date of the
same type, provided this is done more than
48 hours in advance.




Booking with Tax-free childcare

Open your Tax-Free Childcare account

e Sign up on Gov.uk Tax-Free Childcare.
e Have your National Insurance number and child’s details ready.

Search for Premier Education

e Log in and find your local Premier franchise by reference number.
o You'll see this number during the booking process, or in our help guide.

Add money to your account
e Payin what you need.
e The government tops up the balance automatically.

Complete your booking

e Go to the Premier Education booking portal.
e Choose your club and dates.
e Select “Tax-Free Childcare” at checkout and use your franchise reference.

Get confirmation

e Payments usually clear within 2-3 working days.
e Your child’s place is secure while the funds are being processed.

Booking with childcare vouchers

Log in to your voucher provider (E.g. Edenred, Sodexo, Computershare)

Search for Premier Education using the reference number given at checkout.

Transfer funds from your voucher account.

Book your child’s place online, selecting ‘Childcare Vouchers' at checkout.

e Payments can take a couple of days, so plan ahead if you're booking close to the start date.
